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The demands of democracy are
universal, which is why today the

world is in a state of universal turmoil.
Ever since it first exploded into human
consciousness the democratic impera-
tive has never ceased to challenge
established authoritarianisms until
today it is a global ferment which is
rocking many governments to their
foundations.

In terms of democratic comprehension
power entities such as ‘India’, the ‘USA’,
‘China’, ‘Russia’, ‘Germany’, ‘France’,
‘Britain’ etc. are simply a repudiation of any
possibility of democratic practice.
‘Democracy’ is a moral concept implying a
condition of human freedom, and morality
in turn is wholly a function of human
relationships, which is why the numbers
of humans involved in asserting and
upholding moral principles is all important.
Numbers of a size that enables each
person’s moral judgement and decision to
be significant must be limited if such
decisions are to be operative. The mere
existence of giant multi-million states,
especially when power is concentrated in
single centres, is an effective repudiation of

any possibility of democratic practice. A
mass democracy is an oxymoron.

These huge entities have emerged from
a chequered progression of historical 
accidents. China is unique perhaps of
having had a single ruler over a large
empire for a long period, comparable to
that of the Pharaohs of ancient Egypt,
Russia may be similarly bracketed, but
‘India’ is a direct creation of British colonial
rule, as are vast land areas of Africa such as
‘Nigeria’, ‘Zambia’ and ‘Kenya’, as well as
other huge areas of Africa and the Middle
East, and whilst Latin America can claim
similar antecedents to those of other 
colonial powers, the USA is simply loot;
stolen property, a theft involving the
annihilation of one of the most elegant,
sophisticated and beautiful tribal 
civilisations in the human record.

All these empires, and we need to stress,
that is exactly what they are, have several
characteristics in common; none of them is
founded on the wishes of their subject
peoples, and were generally founded in
spite of them, all of them are ungovernable,
riddled with corruption, power-mania and
every kind of excess, political, military,
